
 In the course of a week, Doug is in-
volved in a lot of different activities.   

 His work days recently have found 
him in the Victory shop with a welding helmet 
on, welding panels out of pipe that was do-
nated to the camp.  His goal is to make 60 
panels that are each 6 feet tall and 10 feet long 
with 5 pipes in each.  He is right on schedule to 
get them all done by the end of February.  What 
a big  financial savings this is for the camp! 

 By March and April, Doug will be back 
to spending more time at the barn with his cow-
boy hat on, getting the horses ready for sum-
mer.  He also spent the month of December 
going through every piece of tackðincluding all 
33 saddles, bridles, etc. 

 His days are interspersed with EMS 
calls in which he dons an EMS hat. He also has 
retreat duties that fill in several hours each 
week. 

 Several evenings a month find him at 
Elderôs Meetings with his thinking cap on, 
pooling the wisdom that God has given to each 
of these men to lead Glacierview Bible Church. 

 And much to the delight of his family, 
Doug  spends as many evenings and days off 
as possible doing things with his wife and 4 
sons.  That may entail donning a snowmobi-
ling helmet ,  or a cap  to run to town, or a foot-

ball helmet to play in. 

Crystalôs ñhatsò are not able to be taken 
on and off quite as easily as Dougôs.  
Instead, like any mother of young chil-
dren, she wears them all at the same 
time!  Each day holds much teaching, 
cooking, housekeeping, refereeing, driv-
ing, answering, . . . (you get the idea).   

 There was a weekend of res-
pite this past month when the ladies of 

the community got together for a retreat.  Yes, we actually 
went to a retreat at Victory Bible Campðwhat a novel idea since we have 
lived here now for 16 years! 

 Each of the boys don a different ñhatò dependent on the current activ-
ity that they are involved in.  

Carlen is a 6th grader and is doing well in piano and guitar but is very eager to 
make a football pass to any eager partner. 

Jared is 3rd grade and is quick to put on a snowmobile helmet if one of the 
younger boys  asks for a ride or if he just ñneedsò some outside time.  (Which 
is frequent during math and language arts!) 

Austin will be Kindergarten this fall and wears any ñhatò that may have the 
slightest chance of being with people. 

Randall celebrates his 2nd birthday on Feb. 28. He lets his brothers do all the 
talking but has no trouble communicating his desires. He wears a ñhappy-go-
lucky hatò!
